n October last year, addressing a mil-

lion new trainees passing out from

the Industrial Training Institutes

and other skill development pro-
grammes, Prime Minister Narendra Modi
highlighted the "unprecedented increase™
in the participation of women in India's
workforce. The credit, he said, went to his
government’s schemes and campaigns to
drive women empowerment.

The Periodic Labour Force Survey
(PLFS)corroboratesthe increase. The
latest edition of the survey, released by
the ministry of statistics forthe period
between.July 2022 and.June 2023, shows
the Female Labour Force Participation
Rate (FLFPR)inthe country has
continuously risen for at least six years,
from23.3percentin 2017-18to 37 per cent
in2022-23. Rural areas, in particular,
show an astoundingrise in FLFPR during
this period — from 24.6 percentto41.5
percent. Inurban areas, it has increased

LFPR measuresthe percentage of
personsinthe labour force —emploved, or
actively seekingemployment, oravailable
forwork —inthe population. The sharp
increase infemale LFPR, especiallyin
rural India, hasdivided opinion among
policy makers and economists.

Structural transformation?

Arecent report by the government-run
State Bank of Indiaargued that therise in
self-employment dueto increasing credit
formalisation, government’s welfare
programmes, and entrepreneurship
spiritinthe workforceisleadingtoa
structuralchange. It citesthe increasing
participation of women inschemes such
as MUDRA Yojanaas resulting in better
financial standing for women borrowers
and promoting entrepreneurship among
them. Simultaneously, schemes suchas
PMSVANidhi, (Prime Minister Street
Vendor’s AtmaNirbhar Nidhi), amicro-
credit facility forstreet vendors, is helping
family enterprisestogrow bigger, leading

to womengetting absorbed as
household helpers.

Union Finance Minister Nirmala
Sitharaman, in her Interim Budget
speech, mentioned how 300 million
MUDRA loansgiven towomen were
creating a new breed of entrepreneurs.
“Female enrolment in higher education
hasgoneupby28 percentinlOyears.In
STEM courses, girlsand women
constitute 43 percent ofenrolment. All
these measuresaregetting reflected in
the increasing participation of women in
the workforce,” shesaid. STEMis short for
science, technology, engineering,
and mathematics.

PLFS dataconfirms this. The share of
self-employed women workers has grown
sharplyto65.3 percentin2022-23 from
519 percentin2017-18, while the share of
self-employed men has increased only
marginally to53.6 percent from 52.3 per
cent. Inrural India, whiletheshare of
women workingas “own account worker”
hasrisento27.9 percentin2022-23 from
19 percentin2017-18, their sharein the

unpaid helper category hasincreasedto
43.1 percent from 38.7 per cent.

PLFSconsiders bothanunpaid helper
inahousehold enterprise oranown
account worker whoownsasmall
businessasself-employed. Otherssuchas
the Centre for Monitoring Indian
Economy donot consider unpaid family
helpersasemployed individuals.

The Economic Review report by the
finance ministry released last month
noted that therise inentrepreneurship
amongwomen and theirincreased
presencein agriculture were drivingthe
participation of women inthe rural
workforce. “Thisshows asignificant shift
infemales away from domestic duties
and indicatesa rising contribution of
femalesto rural production,” it said.

The report claimed astructural shift
amongrural female agricultural
workforce. The share of skilled
agriculture labourstood at 594 percentin
2022-23, up from 48 percent in 2018-19.

“Amongskilled agricultural female
workers, market-oriented workersdrive

the expansion, possibly fillingup forthe
men leaving agriculture and contributing
tofamily income. Thus, the feminisation
of agriculture also points toamuch-
needed structural shift within
agriculture, where excess (male) labour
movesout and the remaining (female) is
utilised efficiently. Thus, female
participation in rural India is productive
and remunerative,” the report noted.

Rural distress?
While the share of self-employment has
goneupamong women, the share of
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saysthesharpjumpin FLFPR oversucha
shortspanoftime period isnot
demographically possible.

“What weare seeing nowisasmucha
resultof faulty survey techniques and
methods asthedecline we had seeninthe
female LFPR earlier. Thisisduetothe
contractualisation of the survey process
bythe National Statistical Office. The
surveyorsthat gointothe field are not
technically well-equipped toelicit proper
responses.” sheadds.
